INTRODUCTION. Dance begins after opening short “speech” followed by ringing of bells.
ASIC

Travelling in LOD, step on R (ct 1); step on L (ct 2); small leap onto R (ct &); stepon L (ct 3).

Repeat pattern of meas 1.

Facing ctr, stepon R to R (ct 1); step on L behind R (ct 2); close R to L and bounce twice in ’%
place (cts &,3).

Repeat meas 3 with opp ftwk and direction.

STAMPING

Stamp R next to L, no wt (ct 1); stamp R again next to L, no wt (ct 2); lift on L ft (ct &); step
onto R next to L (ct 3).

Repeat meas 1 with opp ftwk.

Repeat meas. 1-2.

Note: Dance alternates Figs. I & II. There is a short pause between each part.
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
