Posavski Drmes tl (poh-SAHV~skee DER-mesh), the "Ki$a Pada' Drmes, was presented by John Filcich at the
1959 Kolo Festival. It was Jearned by Dick Crum from natives in Yugoslavia. It comes from the region
of Posavina, Croatia. Presented again at the UDP Folk Dance Camp, 1972.

MUSIC: Records: Epie LN 3571, side 1, hand 1 (fourth dance), Drmes;
Festival Record FM k003,

FORMATION: No ptrs; closed circle of net more than 10 people. Front basket hold, grasping hand of
second dancer on either side; L arm under, R arm over.

STEPS : Trembling Step (1 per meas)
With R ft a bit fwd, step R next to L keeping L on floar (ct 1). Bend knees slightly
{ct &). Small step L to L, straightening knees (ct 2). Bend knees slightly {(ct &).
During step, movement is sTightly to L.

Time Step (2 per meas)
Stamp R, slightly bending knees {ect 1). Stamp L, strafghten knees (ct &). Repeat
action {ct 2,8). Stamp on ct 1 is Touder.

Buzz Step (2 per meas)

Step R full ft across in front of L, bending knees {ct 1). Step on ball L to L side,
straightening knees {ct &). Repeat actlon (et 2,&).
