Usually done in a slow 5 rhythm, the dance often goes
into a 7 as the tempo quickens.

One large open circle with leader on the R, or long
lines of dancers. Hands are joined at shldr level.

Pattern

Turning to face diag R, small two-step (L,R,L) moving
fwd.

Turning to face ctr, do a preliminary hop on the L ft
before stepping bkwd on R ft;
Small step bkwd on L ft.

Turning slightly to face diag L, do a small pas de
basque (R,L,R).

Turning slightly to face diag R, do a small pas de
basque (L,R,L).

Repeat meas 3.
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
