Music: KOLO314A; KOLO316A, Worldtone 10002

Meter: 9/8, counted as QSQQ

Formation: Open Circle in W position

Bar 1: facing Slightly R of center čukče on L (Q), step on R in LOD (S), čukče on R 

(Q), step on L in LOD (Q)

Bar 2: Facing Center, čukče on L (Q), Step on R to R (S), Cross L over R (Q), Step 

back on R in place (Q)

Bar 3: repeat bar 2 with opposite footwork and direction.
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
